BY-LAWS OF THE UNADILLA CHAMBER OF COMMERCE, INC
 

ARTICLE I: NAME AND OBJECTIVE
The name of this organization shall be the Unadilla Chamber of Commerce, Inc.  The objective of which shall be to promote the commercial, industrial, business, civic, economic, agricultural and social well being of the Village and vicinity.

 

ARTICLE II: MEMBERSHIP
Membership shall consist of business, civic and interested individuals.  The class of membership, membership fees and mode of payment shall be determined by the Board of Directors.  Each member shall have one vote.

 

ARTICLE III: MEETINGS
Special meetings may be called by the President, the Board of Directors or on written request from ten (10) members, three (3) being officers, providing notice is given at least five (5) days preceding such special meeting stating the purpose of the meeting.  Any and all decisions made at this special meeting will need to be approved by the Board of Directors and be presented to the entire membership.  Emergency situations will be decided by the President and presented to six (6) Board of Directors for their decision.

· An annual meeting shall be held between FEBRUARY 15TH and APRIL 15TH of each year.

· The date, time and place of all meetings shall be determined by the Board of Directors.

· Ten (10%) of paid membership shall constitute a quorum.  A quorum not being present, a meeting may be adjourned by those present at the meeting until a quorum shall be present or 24 hour notice may be given by any officer to cancel a meeting.  The vote of the majority of a quorum shall decide any question brought before a meeting unless a different vote is expressly required by the certificate of incorporation of these by-laws.

· The Board of Directors may initiate a referendum stating both sides of the question and establishing the time for the return of the ballots not less than five (5) days from the date the ballots are mailed out.  Referendum votes shall be final.

 

ARTICLE IV: BOARD OF DIRECTORS, OFFICERS AND DUTIES
The government of the Unadilla Chamber of Commerce, Inc. shall be vested in a Board of fifteen (15) Directors who shall be nominated and elected in the manner prescribed by the by-laws of this corporation.

· Five (5) Directors shall be elected each year for a term of three (3) years, at the last regular meeting of the membership, and, in addition, other necessary directors shall be elected to fill vacancies.

· A nominating committee of three (3) members shall be appointed by the President at next to the last meeting every two (2) years.  Said committee shall have at least one member who is not a director.  This committee shall nominate five (5) or more members to serve as directors for a term of three (3) years, plus any other nominations necessary to complete untilled terms.

· In addition to the candidates nominated by the nominating committee additional nominations may be made prior to the actual balloting for directors.

· Members, when voting for new directors, shall vote in person.

· Vacancies in the Board of Directors shall be filled by appointment by the Board until the next general election.

· Within ten (10) days after the annual election, the Directors shall meet and elect officers for the ensuing year: a President, one or more Vice-presidents, a Secretary, a Treasurer, or a Secretary Treasurer.  All said officers must be members of the Board except the Secretary, Treasurer, or Secretary Treasurer.  The Board may employ a Secretary whose compensation shall be determined by Board.  The officers shall assume their duties immediately upon election.

· The duties of the officers shall be such as their titles, by general usage, would indicate, and such required by law, and such as may be assigned to them by the Board of Directors.

· The Board of Directors, shall meet monthly, except when canceled by the members of the Board.  Absence from three (3) regular consecutive meetings of a Board member without excuse deemed valid and so recorded by the Board of Directors shall be construed as a resignation.

· A special meeting of the Board of Directors may be called at any time by the President or by three (3) Directors, provided that when called other than by the President, a call shall be to each director stating the purpose of the meeting no less than three (3) hours preceding the meeting.

· At all meetings of the Board of Directors a majority (8) shall constitute a quorum.

· Questions of parliamentary procedure shall be resolved according to Roberts Manual of Parliamentary Procedure when they are inconsistent with the Constitution or by-laws of this organization.

 

ARTICLE V:  ADOPTION AND AMENDMENT
 

These by-laws replace all previous by-laws and may be amended only by a majority vote of the members at any regular meeting, or at a special meeting called for that purpose; such purpose shall be plainly stated in the call for the meeting at which it is to be considered.  Notice of meetings at which amendments are to be considered must be given at least five (5) days prior to the time of meeting.
